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The following changes have been made in the final section 53 compared to the previous draft:

Section 53.1 (page 53-2)
Added "Identify investments that support Homeland Security goals and objectives" as another way the 53 helps OMB.

Section 53.2 (page 53-6)

Adds an additional plan to those needed to achieve "Green" on the E-Gov scorecard: 

"IT Security: Agency has implemented and manages an enterprise-wide program to monitor the IT security programs of its major components. Each component identifies and manages risks to information and information systems."

Section 53.3 (page 53-6)
Adds definitions for the terms "E-business" and "E-Government".

Section 53.6 (page 53-9)
Provides following additional instructions on updating last year's 53:

"The file should be updated to reflect any new column headings in the FY04 reporting requirements. It is important that you ensure that the file is updated to reflect PY for FY2002, CY for FY2003, and BY for FY 2004. The exhibit 53 will also need to be updated to add the financial percentage and IT security percentage of spending for the entry."

Section 53.7 (page 53-9,10)
In overview section requires investment amounts to be in millions of dollars "to one decimal point". Also adds word "MAX" as prefix to words "schedule O".

Under the Title portion of the 53, the following should be added:

".......a short project description for each project of one-hundred words or less. This description should explain the entry item, its components, and what program(s) it supports. This description should be understandable to someone who is not an expert in the agency."

Provides a description of what is meant by Homeland Security.

Section 53.9 (page 53-14)
Adds the following requirements to the information needed to complete Part 1. IT Systems by Mission Area of exhibit 53:

(1) Inserts additional column entitled Homeland Security where Yes or No is indicated if the investment supports (or does not support) homeland security. Even though the text only asks for this designation for mission area projects, the sample exhibit 300 shows a Yes/No designation for Infrastructure and Office Automation, EA and Planning, and Grants Management projects as well; (2) each small/other project is to be listed for each mission area [previous draft required only summary totals].
