                       The National Atomic Museum is proud to host the first major public display of this exhibit that gives a fun and entertaining look at how Hollywood viewed intelligence work during the Cold War and beyond. The exhibit features 400 items from screenwriter and "secret agent connoisseur" Danny Biederman's private collection of Hollywood film and TV spy props, scripts, and costumes. The exhibit showcases props used in movies and TV programs such as The Man from U.N.C.L.E., The Avengers, Our Man Flint, Wild Wild West, Get Smart, and Austin Powers. 

                       Cold War CIA professionals were tight-lipped about their life-and-death missions, but the movie industry eagerly filled the void with glamour, intrigue, romance, and even humor. Art imitated life with fictional intelligence officers, like their true-life counterparts, concealing their tools of the trade. Life has also imitated art, as we now can see that Maxwell Smart's Shoe Phone and the U.N.C.L.E. Pen Communicator were fantasy precursors to today's wireless communications. 

                       The first major private exhibition of this collection was at the Central Intelligence Agency and was accessible only by those having a special security clearance. Now you can see it at the National Atomic Museum!
